I thought he was after a bug 

or small animal, but then he 

pounced back again, leaping near 

my feet. 

    After a moment, I realized he 

was trying to catch the light beam 

of the flashlight! How cute! That 

has become one of our favorite 

games now, until tonight when I 

was trying to fix my furnace with 

the flashlight - and Comet was 

"helping" by pouncing at the 

light! Silly dog. 

     We have high hopes that this 

wonderful boy will excel in his 

training as a wheelchair assistance 

dog, and go on to be matched 

with someone who needs his help. 

Then he can light up their life too!
